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History of Korean Politics
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This course deals with the history of Korean politics,
from the establishment of the Joseon dynasty to the
end of the Second Republic. It looks at the national
characteristics, factions, and power politics of Joseon,
political reform of Joseon, fall of Korea, nature of
modern nations and class politics during the period of
Japanese colonial rule, nationalism, Korean politics
before and after liberation, the United States’ military
government, characteristics of the First and Second
Republics, and pro-democracy movement, among
others. Until now, the History of Korean Politics has
been treated as part of Korean politics, but it is urgently
necessary to make the History of Korean Politics a
separate course, given the necessity of subdividing
research on Korean politics and giving students an in-
denth understanding of real nolitics
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
